Turn off AC power.

Installation (Figure 1,2 & 3)

1. Remove the proper knockout in the back box for the entry of the AC wires.

2. Install the bar hangers in the adjustment brackets (see figure 2). Mount the
back box so that it is flush with the ceiling surface (see figure 3).

3. Route AC circuit of rated voltage into the back box and leave 6” of wire
length.

4. Connect the incoming ground to the short ground wire provided in the back
box.

5. Electrical connection (Figures 4, 5)

a. Connect the long ground lead with eyelet from the back box to the ground
screw on the trim plate assembly.

b. Make the proper connections. The system can accept input voltages of
120 VAC to 347 VAC. For regular models connect the purple (line) and
white (common) leads to the building utility (see figure 4). For models
with diagnostic feature or nexus interface, connect the white (common),
black (120 VAC) or orange (277 VAC) leads to the building utility (see
figure 5).

c. AC/DC Models only:

For DC portion: wire the Red lead to the positive (+) DC input voltage and the

Blue lead to the negative (-) DC input voltage. Note: DC input voltage range

is 6 volts to 24 volts.
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d. For self powered models, connect the two terminals (located on
the red wires) together.
6. Compress the retention springs (Figures 6) and insert the trim plate
assembly in the back box. Align to be flush with the back box or with the
ceiling.

Panel installation (Figure 1)

1. Remove the panel form its carton, do not remove the protective sleeve
until the installation is complete.

2. Push the panel, with the clips, into the slot in the trim plate assembly until
it snaps. Gently try to pull out the panel to ensure that it is engaged in the
trim plate assembly.

3. Energize AC circuit. Legend and green pilot indicator (self-powered mod-
els), will illuminate.

The panel can only be removed by lowering the
. trim plate and pushing on the end clip located on
A IMPORTANT. the opposite side of the test switch with a
screwdriver.

Manual testing (Figure 7)

Press test switch. Legend will flicker then will remain lit. On release, external
green LED will illuminate, and automatic charger will restore battery to full
charge.

Automatic testing and diagnostic (optional)

The models with the automatic testing and diagnostic option include a micro-
controller which tests the unit on a monthly basis and identifies as well as dis-
plays failures of the electrical components: battery, charger circuit, LED
lamps.

Self-test

The self-test is performed every 30 days for 30 seconds, every 60 days for
30 minutes, and annually for 90 minutes.

Diagnostic function (Figure 7)

The diagnostic function uses the pilot light LED indicator. Service is required
if the green LED changes color to red indicating that an alarm condition is
detected.

Maintenance

None required. Models equipped with batteries: if AC supply is to be
disconnected for 2 months or more, the battery must be disconnected.

Note: For safety reasons Nickel Cadmium batteries are shipped discharged.
The unites may require 10 minutes of connection to AC supply before start-
up test procedure, and two to seven days to reach full charge.
